WHITES Glass Bottle 

Goose Ridge  Chardonnay   (89 points – WS) ~6.50 ~29 
 Wonderfully balanced with fruit and light oak, this Washington Chardonnay is a  
 superb food pairing wine.  
 

Walla Walla River  Dry Riesling    ~7 ~31 
 Not  your typical Riesling. This one isn’t sweet at all, light and luscious with  
 notes of lemon and honey. Easy to drink, and delicious! 
 

Lange  Pinot Gris    ~6.50 ~29 
 This was only the 4th Pinot Gris to be made in the US. Light, crisp and  
 approachable, it remains true to the Italian style. 
 

Hedges  CMS   (Chardonnay, Marsanne , and Sauvignon Blanc) ~6 ~28 
 This is a unique, crisp, and delicious blend will satisfy any taster’s palate! 

Pacific Rim  Gewürztraminer   ~5.50 ~26 
 Made from Columbia Valley grapes, this is a sweet wine lover’s dream! 

 

REDS   

Maryhill  Cabernet Sauvignon  ~7 ~32 
 Unique Washington wine that smells of espresso, cherry and a hint of tobacco,   
 this Columbia Valley Cab is full bodied and unique. 
 

Three Horse  Merlot ~8 ~36 
 This Idaho Merlot surprised us all! Fruit forward, and well structured,  
 we are happy to find such a solid Idaho wine! 

 

River’s Edge  Pinot Noir ~8 ~34 
 From the Umpqua Valley in Oregon, comes a refreshing and easy to drink Pinot.  
 Strawberry, Cherry, and Vanilla make this wine Delicious! 
   

Dussek  Syrah ~6.50 ~29 
 A full bodied fruity Syrah from Washington  

Novelty Hill  Royal Slope Red Blend ~7 ~33 
 With eight different grapes, this wine has a lot going on, like  
 ripe plum, blueberry, and a spicy lip-smacking finish.
